Theconstruction
has been completed or substantially completed as of thisdate. There are eeven projectsin this category
aso. Those projects are listed on the screen before you. The next two dides again will list the final cost
gatements that have been prepared by the Bureau of Public Works in consultation with the Department
of Finance.

"Again, we are anticipating that, should you take this action today, on the 19th of April well establish a
public hearing for May 10 before this Board and authorize mailed and published notice to be given next
Friday to each affected property owner, giving them an opportunity to know what their proposed
assessment is and the opportunity to come before this Board and register any questions or concernsthey
may have.

"Once this assessment resolution has been adopted by the Board of County Commissioners, property
ownerswill have 30 daysin which to pay in the assessment or that amount will be spread over 15 years
on their property tax statements and be the subject of a general obligation borrowing later this summer.
Agan, we anticipate that action would occur on July 26, prior to the adoption of your budget, with a
closng in late August of 2000.
