Chairman Winters sad, “Next item.”
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YOUR COUNTY SERVICES

A. ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCES.

ChairmanWinters said, “ Each Wednesday, we take afew momentsto recelve some information about
aspecific County department and this morning we' re going to hear from Environmenta Resources. Jo,
welcome.”

M s. JoSander s, Recycling Coordinator, Environmental Resources, greeted the Commissonersandsaid,
“Next week, Wednesday, is America Recycles Day, but in Sedgwick County offices, America Recycles
Day happens every day, throughout the year. Over ayear and a hdf ago, Sedgwick County formed a
Waste Minimization Team. The god of that team was to create programs or expand current efforts to
reduce, reuse or recycle. Ther visonwasfor Sedgwick County to be arole mode in conserving vaued
resources. This committee is composed of 12 employees and one County Commissioner. These
members are gppointed by our County Manager and serve a one year term.

“This year, we are focusing on five different areas. Members of our Biodegradable Waste Diversion
Subcommitteeare exploring waysto dispose of food waste, yard waste and anima waste. We havefound
out that our County facilities have learned to mulch mow their grass. We ve dso learned that the Zoo and
the Kansas Coliseum are ddivering their anima waste and bedding materid to the Wood Recycle and
Compost Center. Here the tipping fees are lower than at the landfill, so Sedgwick County is saving
disposa cogt, but more importantly, this materid that we dl regard as waste is converted, is composted
into avauable product that the Wood Recycle and Compost Center then is able to sdll.

“A second working committee is the Green Purchasing Committee and they hope to soon develop
contracts and specifications to increase the amount, the number of items that contain recycled materid,
so that those purchases do increase within Sedgwick County. Did you know that 90% of the paper
purchased by Sedgwick County for our offices has a 30% recycled content? We are currently looking
at introducing recharged printer cartridges and, hopefully coming soon, envelopes with recycled content.

“Our Marketing and Events Subcommittee works hard to spread the waste minimization message
throughout our organization. They were present a our recent Columbus Day activities and they will be
inthelobby, the Courthouse lobby next week Wednesday to vist with any interested employee, or anyone
from the public, to share how they can minimize their waste, not only at theworkplace, but in their homes
aswall.
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“Qur fourth sub-committeeisour Office Process Improvement and this committeeisworking hard to help
departments minimize their waste and to make recycling efforts in the organization eesier. We have
updated the employee recycle guide. They have added many building coordinators. Y our employee
recycle guideisavailableontheE-line. | ask youtolook at it thereand pleasetry not to print ahard copy,
because it’s going to stay on E-line whenever you need to look at it.

“And findly, our Performance Measurement Subcommittee is trying to make some useful data, gather
useful datafrom al of these efforts.

“I’m proud to say that, since January 1% of 2000, our Courthouse complex has collected 69,517 pounds
of paper, sending it to Weyerhauser to be recycled. Every week over 800 pounds of cardboard isalso
removed from our Courthouse complex to be recycled.

“Currently, we know of 18 departments that, since June 26" of 2000, have collected 139 pounds of
duminum cans. These cansare sold and the money isthen donated to Habitat for Humanities. Andfindly,
in October, three pallets of used printer cartridges were delivered to a local elementary school. This
school with exchange these printer cartridges for computer equipment.

“Thesearejust afew of therecycling effortstaking place within Sedgwick County. Infact, | want to point
out that our own Commissioners Office hastwo recycle bins, one for duminum cans and one for paper.
| congratulate everyone who is participating and | thank Sedgwick County employees for their effort,
because we are showing that with dl of usdoing just alittle, collectively, wearedl doing alot. Thank you
for your time”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right, thank you. We have a question or comment. Commissioner
McGinn.”

Commissioner M cGinn said, “ Thank you, Mr. Chairman. Jo, | think you answered one of my questions.
That is, about ayear and a hdf ago we started the minimization process and so, we probably only have
acomplete year on some of the things that we' re measuring, as far as what we' ve saved, the cardboard
and dl that.”

M s. Sanders sad, “ Someitems, paper isone, | believe records go back two, if not threeyears. Aswe
go dong, our process of reporting hasimproved. From the beginning, it wasjust kind of guesstimated the
weights and a scae has been purchased now, to where the paper at the Courthouse complex is actudly
being weighed. So, our reporting is becoming more accurate, as we go along.”
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Commissioner McGinn said, “When you talk about 800 pounds of cardboard aweek, that's. . .”
Ms. Sanders sad, “It' sggnificant. It redly is”

Commissioner M cGinn sad, “The other question | had, I’ ve been hearing aloca television dation talk
about food waste and | haven't had a chance to hear their story, but | was just thinking that that was
something that the County’ s kind of been . . . Have we been working with them or just working through
wood recycling?’

Ms. Sanders said, “Weare. . . the Bio-degradable Waste Diverson Committee islooking at that. Itis
my undergtanding that no decisions have been made, but it is being investigated,yes.”

Commissioner McGinn said, “Okay, thank you.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right. Thank you very much. Jo, how long have you been with Sedgwick
County now?’

Ms. Sanders sad, “Nine months. Not very long.”

Chairman Winters said, “So, you'reredly just getting started going full speed in thisprocess. So, good
job. Keep up the good work and if we can be helpful, let us know.”

Ms. Sanders sad, “Okay, thank you.”

D. PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING A PETITION TOATTACH LANDSTO RURAL
WATER DISTRICT NO. 3, SEDGWICK COUNTY, KANSAS.

Mr. Thomas D. Borniger, Attorney for Petitioners, greeted the Commissioners and said, “As most of
you know who have been here before, Rurd Water Digtrict #3 isasmdl rurd water didrict that'sin the
southeast quadrant of Sedgwick County, approximately running from Mc Conndll Air Force Base out to
Uddl and running east of K-15 out to gpproximately and around Rose Hill and out to Douglass.

“While the mgority of it isin Sedgwick County, it does have sgnificant parts that are in Butler County,
Cowley County and Sumner County and in fact, Snce we havethe mgority of that quadrant that’ swithin
the boundaries of Sedgwick County, dmost dl of the growth now in the periphery occurs in these other
counties.
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“That's what this Stuation that is in front of you today is. Because of the law, and because Sedgwick
County is. . . or because Rurd Water Didrict #3 is primarily located in Sedgwick County, we dways
come to you on any attachment to add territory on the periphery, even though we aso go to the counties
where the specific land is proposed to be attached.

“Inthis case, there are two smdll parceds. One of them isin Butler County. It is something lessthan a
quarter section, immediately northwest of Rose Hill. Therearetwo landownersthat havethis. They want

to build ahouse there. We have checked with the City of Rose Hill. They haveno objectiontoit. They
areunableto providewater toit at thistime. And my understanding wasthat they had even recommended

that these people contact the District to get their property added on. The reason we have to attach
property to the Didtrict is, even though the Didrict has no taxing ability, thelaw smply saysthat we cannot

provide any water service to anyone who's property is not within the boundaries of the district. So, we
have adefined boundary, and what we need to do issmply change that boundary to include these people

in.

“The second parcel that’s proposed for atachment isa small subdivision, First and Second Addition of
Kiowa Egtaeswhichisin Cowley County. Thisisapproximately amileand ahdf north of Uddl. Again,
gnceit’swithin the three mile ring we have notified the City of Uddl. We have spoken with the City of
Uddl. They have no objection, again, to this land being brought within the boundaries of the Didtrict. It
isoutside their service area and outsde the area that they foresee themsalves providing service to in the
near future.

“All of the noticesthat are required by statute have, in fact, been given. We vedso goneto Butler County
dready and they have considered it and, my understand is, they have approved it. The Cowley County
Commisson congders this next Monday. If there are any questions, I'd be happy to try and answer
them.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right, thank you very much, Tom. | think that was the only question, was
what those other counties had done. Commissioners, | see no other questionsright now. At thistimethen
it would be appropriate to open the public hearing and receive public comment regarding this petition
concerning Rural Water Didrict #3. |sthere anyone herein the Meeting Room who would liketo address
the Commission onour Item D? Isthere anyone herewho would like to addressthe Commission on Item
D? Seaing no one, we Il close the public hearing.

E. PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING ANNEXATION REQUEST BY THE CITY OF
MAIZE, KANSAS.

OVERHEAD PRESENTATION

Mr. Robert W. Parnacott, Assstant County Counselor, greeted the Commissoners and said, “Thisis
a County approved annexation, under K.S.A. 12-521. It'skind of acatch-al statute. If you can’'t annex
under another statute, or for some reason you decide you don't want to annex, the city decidesthey want
to proceed under this statute they can. Inthis particular case, if you look at area A and areaB, they are
adjacent to the City of Maize. However, they’re unplatted territory and they don’t meet the requirements
for unilateral annexation. So, the City of Maize has decided to approach us and seek a County approved
annexation, under K.SA. 12-521.

“This differs, principdly, from an idand annexation in thet in anidand annexation, once you' ve gpproved
that annexation, they cannot do a unilaterd annexation off the idand until the idand has become a part of
the aty fully. Inthis case, oncethisannexation isapproved, if it isapproved, the city would be ableto do
aunilatera annexation to areas adjacent to areas A or B, if they met the other requirementsfor aunilatera
annexation.
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“The statutory requirements are that the city has to pass a resolution approving apetition to be filed with
the Board of County Commissioners. They have donethat. Y ou have acopy of the petition and the plan
and report that’ s attached that was included as part of the backup materials. Oncethat’s been filed with
us, we have a certified mail notice requirement. We have to send notices of the hearing, by certified mail,
to the landowners involved. That was done. Following that there’ s a publication requirement. We
published natice, in theWichitaEagle, on October 31% with a sketch of the areato be annexed, so we' ve
met the publication requirements.

“Another statutory requirement isthe MAPC, Metropolitan Area Planning Commission, must review the
plan, or the proposed annexation actudly, and determine whether it' s compatible with the Comprehensive
Plan for the area. That review is undergoing, tomorrow | believe, at the November 9" MAPC mesting
and wewill, hopefully, receive tha by next week. We ve had an unofficid recommendation from MAPD
that it iscompatible with the Comprehensive Plan but we' Il await theactud finding by theMAPC. There's
also aMAPD report that addresses some of the satutory factorsthat you should consider in determining
whether thisannexation isadvisable or not. And that was provided to you separately. That' saNovember
2" report.

“Therole of the Board of County Commissionersin thismatter isto consider the impact of the annexation
ontheentirecommunity involved. That isthe City of Maizeand theareaaround it, the land to be annexed.
Y ouhaveto determinewhether the annexation, if gpproved, would cause manifest injury to thelandowners
involved or the landowners of the property that is adjacent to or near the areasto be annexed. And aso,
if you decide to deny the annexation, or in order to deny the annexation, you would have to find that no
manifest injury would occur to the City of Maize in denying the annexation. So, the manifest injury
determinationiswhat isbeforeyou. The statute hasalaundry list of factorsto be considered. Y ou're not
limited to those factors and those factors have been set out in the MAPD report.

“At this point | would answer any more questions you might have on the processitself or the procedure.
Otherwise, we have Carol Bloodworth, the City Administrator from Maize here to present the plan and
we aso have Claire Donndly who isthe president of the City Council and then | believe we have some
members of the public who may want to address you, too.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right. 1 think Commissioner Sciortino has a question for understanding.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Yeah, Bob, just to darify, thisian't aunilaterd annexation?’
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Mr. Parnacott said, “No, it isnot.”
Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Okay, so the City of Maize doesn't butt up right now . . .”

Mr. Parnacott sad, “Well, it does. The City of Maizeis adjacent to it and the only reason they can’t do
aunilateral annexation is there’s arequirement that the area hasto be plaited, if it'slessthan 21 acresor
... I’'d have to re-read the statute. For some reason, it does meet the unilatera requirementsand that is
why the City is proceeding under K.S.A. 12-521, whichisaseparate . . . It'scaled acounty approved
annexdion.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “ Y eah, | wasjust curious causeit lookslike they were butting up and why
it wouldn't be unilatera.”

Mr. Parnacott sad, “And they do. They’re separated by the roadway, I’ m sure, but they do abutt.”
Commissoner Gwin said, “But the areaiis over 21 acresand it' sunplaited. That'swhy it's here”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Okay. And once that gets annexed, they could unilaterdly annex to the
west then, if they get it platted and everything dse, and if it met dl the requirements, could they dso go
south, across Central Avenue?’

Mr. Parnacott said, “1 believe so. Unfortunately, I’'m not up to speed on dl the annexation ins and outs
yet, but that would be my understanding.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Okay, dl right, thank you.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right, Commissoners, if theré sno other questions, what | think I'd liketo
do is open the public hearing and ask anyone who is here supporting this annexation to give ustheir input
about what is happening and then open it up to anybody e se that wantsto comment. Isthat acceptable.
All right, at thistime | will open the public meeting for public comment and would ask if there is anyone
herewho would liketo goeak in support of thisannexationif they would comeforward and giveyour name
and address for the record please?

“Let me make one comment here before we start here, Carol. We do try to limit our comments to five
minutes, but we certainly want to have dl theinformation that we need inthis. So, the Clerk will be setting
the timer, but if you need time, we'll try to make sure we hear dl the information.”
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M s. Carol Bloodworth, City Adminigrator, City of Maize, greeted the Commissonersand sad, “The
City of Maize has passed aresolution and presented to the County Commission, asking for their consent
for the annexationsin area A and B. Those areas have land which is adjacent to the City, but there are
lots on both of those which are not adjacent to the City and could only be annexed piece medl, a piece
aatime

“The Nationd League of Cities has identified Sx basic reasons for annexation. Those being to provide
orderly growth and prosperity for the areg, to plan and provide public service facilities, such aswater and
sewer systems, street extensons and recregtiona facilities, and to bring fringe areas under land use control
and police powers, and to regulate and deliver hedlth and sanitation servicesto thefringe areas. The City
of Maize is currently in the process of developing a municipal water syssem and aso is working very
diligently on drainage improvements. The city has voted to tax itsdf another five mils, this next year, for
working on drainage issues.

“These properties, that are west of the city limits, are dl within that drainage basin and in order to plan a
water system that has dl the pieces together a once, we would like to have these properties in the city.
| believe you have the maps where the sawer lines currently exist and they exist onthe north side of 53¢
Street North, dl the way to 119" and north to the Coleman plant. There was a question about across
Centra to the south, the large areayou see there is entirdly U.S.D. 266 property, with Cray-Woodman
and Maize High School located on that lot.

“Thecity is. . . asyou know, acommunity without awater system hasred problemswith its growth and
withthe development of business and commercid intereststhat help support the tax base for the resdents
who live there. Business and commercid development requires sprinkler syslems and adequate water
supply in order to be able to locate in the community. And these things are needed in Maize to help
support the mostly resdentid base that we currently have. We have looked &t the utilities. The police
department currently aready patrolsdl of these areas. | visited with my interim police chief onthe calls,
and they make most of the calls, in the County, in this area already. They respond to those on an
emergency basis.

“The Fire Didrict is, the fire protection is provided by Sedgwick County and that will not change. The
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thing that will change, in the development of awater system, afire hydrant for that fire department to hook
up to and decrease the fire rates in Maize dramaticaly.

“ S0, in order to provide adequate drainage and design awater supply system that servicesthe community,
both now and in the future, we are requesting that we be alowed to annex these aress.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Okay, | think there are a couple of questions. Caral, can you tell me how

many different property owners are there on these two parcels? Does A and B just refer that there are
L7

Ms. Bloodworth said, “The different properties.”

Chairman Winters said, “How many total property owners are there in the areathat you' re requesting
to be annexed?’

M s. Bloodworth said, “Some property owners own more than one lot and | don’'t know whether |
brought my list with that. Do you havethat list? There are seven different owners but some owners own
more than one piece of property.”

Chairman Winters said, “Okay.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “How many, maam? I’'m sorry, | didn’'t hear you. How many?’

Chairman Winters sad, “She said saven. All right, we' ve got a couple of questions. Commissioner
Gwin.”

Commissioner Gwin said, “Thank you, Mr. Chairman. Carol, on the map that you gave usthat shows
the sewer lines, am | reading it right in seeing that there are sawer lines that are around this parcel
currently?’

Ms. Bloodworth said, “The sewer lines go down 53 Street on the north side of 53 and in order to
serve the properties and, these are the properties that are on 53, in order to serve themwewill haveto
bring a sewer line lateral undernesth 53 to serve these properties.”

Commissoner Gwin said, “Okay, so they are currently not on city sewer.”
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Ms. Bloodworth said, “No, they are not. All of these properties are on septic systems.”
Commissoner Gwin said, “And what about the source of water for these properties?’
Ms. Bloodworth sad, “All of these properties have individud wells”

Commissioner Gwin said, “Okay, my other question then is, as you work on developing a municipa
water system, what will be your source of that water?’

M s. Bloodwor th said, “We currently have identified water rightsthat are available and arein the process
of findizing the decison on the amount of those water rightswill be made. Obvioudy, & the dection last
night, the bond issue did pass for the Maize school district and the school board will make adecision on
their participation in the water for that particular school a sometime. We haveto findizethem by thefirst
of December, but they have been located. The water has been tested. It is very good quaity water.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “ So, you' re working on wellsthen. Water rights purchasing from wells.”
Ms. Bloodworth said, “We re negotiating with the property owners at the current time.”
Commissoner Gwin sad, “Okay, thank you. That'sdl right now, Mr. Chairman.”

Chairman Winters said, “Okay, thank you. Commissioner Hancock.”

Commissioner Hancock said, “Thank you, Mr. Chairman. Caral, give it to me one more time, the
reasons for annexing the property?”

Ms. Bloodworth said, “We have, as you probably know, very large drainage problemsin Maize. We
a0 are designing our new water system. It is much eader to desgn a syssem completdly, rather than
design for add-ons, when you know that that will probably be coming shortly. So, wewould liketo have
theseincluded in our water system from the beginning and to have them apart of the city, in order to make
more adequate relief for the drainage problems that we have.”

Commissioner Hancock sad, “Thank you, Mr. Chairman. Thank you.”
Chairman Winters sad, “Okay, thank you. Commissoner Sciortino.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Thank you, Mr. Chairman. That area there that’s on the northwest
corner there. It looks like a housing development or something. It’s up there on the corner of 119" and
534 ..

Ms. Bloodworth said, “Yes, that is ahousing development.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Isthat annexed dready into the city?’

Ms. Bloodworth said, “Noiit isn't, and | will have to claim that the reason that we didn’'t go that far on
this annexation was ignorance because my beief was that properties over 21 acreswe couldn’t . . . that
were totally agricultura, we could not and we till had one property in between here and that, so that's
the reason we were doing it piece med. My understanding now is that 21 acres does not apply except
to unilateral annexations but | was unaware of that.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Well, that was were | was . . . if you're designing a sewer system, |
would assume that area would be on the sewer system aso.”

M s. Bloodworth said, “That’s our overdl plan is to go clear to 119" and 53 and then we do . . .
Coleman property is part of the city aready, which is north of 119", on 119" north of 539.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Okay.”

ChairmanWinters sad, “ All right, thank you very much. Arethereany other questionsof Carol? Thank
you very much, Caral. Isthere anyone ese here who would like to spesk in support of this annexation?
All right, isthere anyone who would like to addressthe Board of County Commissionerswho is opposed
to this annexation, or has any other comments they’d like to give the Board of County Commissioners
concerning thisannexation? |s there anyone else here? Yes, please come forward. Please give your
name and address for the record and we' re trying to limit our comments to five minutes.”

Mr. GeorgeHuffman, 11321 W. 53" Street N., MaizeKs., greeted the Commissioner and said, “1 own
part of the property that they’ re wanting to annex. | think the biggest reason why I’'m concerned about
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it, they offer nothing to us property owners for annexation. It'sdl ‘piein the ky’ that’s going to come
later, like the sewer, like the water. It's not there now. They've got an incomplete plan. The
development area that you talked about at 53¢ and 119" is a lot bigger population area that's to be
concerned than what they’ re talking about with our area. Theareanow here, on the south sde of Centrd,
you've got awhole city down there, that's the schooal, that's a bigger concern than what we are. The
drainage is Maize s problem, not our problem. In fact, we get drainage from Maize, not the other way
around.

“I think it’sill concelved and under-planned at the best. Some of that is persond opinion, obvioudy, but
| own 21 % acresthere. It'sdl farm ground, other than the resdence. There€' s no advantage, there’ sno
reason for that to be in the city that | can see of.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Mr. Huffman, | think we. . .”

Commissioner Gwin sad, “I was going to ask him how much acreage he owned, but hedready . . .”

Chairman Winters said, “Do you have a pointer he can use? Could you . . . Allisonisgoing to get just
apointer and I'm interested to know where your property is. She's going to hand you a pointer there.”

Mr. Huffman said, “Okay, in area B, most of thisismine. It comesdown to hereand there salittlearea
inthecorner. Thisarearight here, you seethisplat right here, that' s25 acres. It's660 feet wide by 1,650
feetlong. Thisisthe same area, except for 3 %2 acres out of the corner and there’ stwo houses on that 3
Y5 acres.”

Chairman Winters sad, “And therest of it's farm ground?’

Mr. Huffman sad, “The res of it is mine, and there' s a house on the frontage and then the rest of it's
farm ground.”

Chairman Winters said, “Okay.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Isthat aso your land to the west there, too? That part . . .”

Mr. Huffman said, “No, sr. That's another property. There' s asingle property owner that owns that
25. | say sngle. The parents of the people that own it are passed. There s four children that own that
property now but it’ sintact property.”
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Chairman Winters sad, “All right, | see no other questions. Thank you very much, Mr. Huffman. Is
there anyone el sewho would like to addressthe Commissioners? Yes, gr. Pleasecomeforward. Please
give your name and address for the record and we're trying to limit our comments to five minutes.”

Mr. David Adams, 11139 W. 53 Street N., Maize Ks., greeted the Commissioners and said, “1'l
agree with what Mr. Huffman said. The water comes from Maize, not from us. We re not the problem,
we'reinther problem. But anyway, back to the police coming over to patrol us. The County aso goes

into Maize, 301 don't think that’ san issuethere. Colwich helps out Maize, Maize helps out Colwich and
the County helps out everybody in between, so | don't think that’s much of a benefit.

“And | think we ought to know what the cost of sewer and water will be to us. They’'ve got an
gpproximate amount on the sheet that we got. | don't think it'svery accurate. | think . . . | wastold that
we had to know, that they had to tell us what it was going to cost to do this, by an attorney. I'm against
it and that’ s about dl | got to say.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Okay, we have a question. Commissioner Gwin.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “I guess the same question for you. Do you live in one of the homes that’s
on Mr. Huffman's or adjacent to Mr. Huffman? Where do you live?’

Mr. Adams indicates with the laser pointer.
Commissoner Gwin said, “Right there. And how many acres or what Size parcd isthat?”
Mr. Adamssaid, “That's two acres.”

Commissioner Gwin said, “ Okay, | guessmy other questioniis, you said that your propertiesdon’t drain
into Maize. You sad that the water drains onto you?’

Mr. Adams sad, “It comes from al of thisareain here. It runs down here and across us, to there.”

Commissoner Gwin said, “Okay. Okay. Thank you. Doesthat cause you agreet ded of problems?
| mean, does your house flood and that kind . . . 7’

Mr. Adams said, “Ours don’t but the other ones do.”
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Commissoner Gwin said, “Some of the other ones near you do?’

Mr. Adams sad, “Wdll, they don't flood but they get alot of water.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “Get alot of water. All right, thank you. Thank you, Mr. Chairman.”
Chairman Winters said, “Okay, Mr. Sciortino, do you have a question?’

Commissioner Sciortino said, “1 did, but . . .”

Mr. Adamssad, “And | do dso have abusinessthat I'm running out there.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “I’'ll hold off. | think my question is about to be answered.”

Chairman Winterssad, “Okay. Mr Adams, thank you very much. |Isthere anyone else? Are there
others? Yes, ma am, please come forward. Just give your name and address for the record.”

Ms. BrendaMullins, 11101 W. 53" Street N., Maize Ks,, greeted the Commissionersand said, “And
| would be the homeowner, a little less than two acres, in your upper right-hand corner. | think that
they’ ve covered most of theissues. Thisisavery smdl issue, but for me, it's on a persond leve. It's
going to impact my personal income, my jobs, you know and when can | work. Maize now provides my
childrenwith aschool busto pick them up. Itismy understanding that if Maize annexesus, | won't have
that service any longer, so that’ s going to be taken away from me. | am the one that the water lands on
and the property right undernegth there.

“| think that when my father, which isin the room aso, first purchased the ground that he did alot for the
City of Maizeto hdp drain some of that off and now it’s, with development south of us, we' re getting the
brunt end of that and yes, my water comes up pretty high now and it didn’t before. So, there just those
kinds of issues. Mr. Adams, Dave Adams was up here before. | know he owns abusiness. If he's
annexed, that may effect . . . you know, he may have to change his, theway hisum . . . what'sthe term,
...whether it' spersond property, whether it’ sindustria, commercid whatever, that’ sgoing to effect him.
That'sdl.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right, thank you very much, maam. Commissoner Gwin.”
Commissoner Gwin said, “| have aquestion. | guess you said the water lands onyou. What kind of
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impact does that have on your property?’

Ms. Mullins sad, “Wdl, it'sjugt it’s, to this point, we have not had home damage. We have had water
into our shed, you know where we keep our lawn mowers and that sort of thing. 1t's come clear up to
about two foot up, we have a concrete wall base, about two foot up on that.”

Commissioner Gwin said, “1 guess my follow up question is, wouldn’t you want to be a part of that
solution?’

M s. Mullins said, “I don't think they haveaplanin order. | just don't think thet that’ sasolution. | don't
know. | don't think they have aplan for that. | think they weren't planning when this happened.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “All right. Thank you. Thanks for your input.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right, thank you very much. Are there others who would like to address
the Commissioners? Yes, sr. Please come forward. Please just give your name and your address for
the record, please.”

Mr. Harold Adams, P.O. Box 173, Mount Hope, Ks,, greeted the Commissionersand said, “| ownthe
property, well thelast two that spoke were my children. | own the property in that southern haf acre part
there. | own the property on the northwest corner and the southeast corner of that property.

“The water doesn’t bother me up on the corner that | livein. That the northwest corner but down in the
southwest corner, it does. |I'm like my children, who have stated we haven't received any kind of aplan
and | would like to know what kind of a plan that the City of Maize has to take care of our water, the
flood water that is.

“Weadl have good wellson our property. Our septic systemswork good and there sredly no advantage
to us being taken into the City of Maize. All | can seeisit’'s going to cost us a bunch more taxes, from
what rumorswe hear. I'm like my son, | would like to know before we' re annexed just what isgoing to
cost us, cost each parcel there, beforeit’sannexed. I'd like to know accurately. | don't know asl have
...wdl, let'ssee. | don't know as| have. .. Well, and another thing, I'd like to know how they’re
going to route the sewer that comes through our place. We have beautiful trees on the front of our
property and they haven't given us any clue asto how they’ re going to come down the south side of 53
with the sewer and I’ d like to know how they’re going to go through there and what they intend to do
about our trees and how they’re going to get the sewer across the properties to serve the back lots. |
think probably that’sdl | have. Any questions?’
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Chairman Winters sad, “All right, thank you very much, Mr. Adams. No questions. Thank you very
much. |Isthere anyone ese? Mr. Huffman, come back up to the microphone. We're not going to run
through everyone twice, but it looks like you' ve got something you want to say. Please, try to just keep
it pretty short if you could, but we want to hear what you' ve got to say.”

Mr. Huffman sad, “1 guess the biggest thing that you guys should have gained from thisis the lack of
planning, the lack of information that was givento us. Thelack of any communications asto what they’re
going to do and how they’re going to do it. The sewer runs on the north side of 53 Street. What | was
told, and this has been awhile back but | haven't recelved anything since then, that we will pay to get that
across 53" Street and to run the lines and to hook our placesuptoit and we |l beforced to dothat. Not
an option. We will have to pay for any water that is brought out there.

“It'snot the city providing us with these services. It'sus paying for those services and we re not in need
of those servicesright now. | guessthat’s the biggest part of it. They’ve got plans, they say now, todo
therest of dl of this. Wel why is7't it part of the plan? I’ ve not seen any of this planning.”

Chairman Winters sad, “All right, thank you Mr. Huffman. That's agood summeation there. Is there
any other new speakers who have not addressed the Commission who would like to address the
Commisson? Arethere any other speskers? Thisisthe public hearing for thisitem, o if there are any
other speakers, this is the time.  All right, seeing no one, we're going to close the public hearing.
Commissioner McGinn.”

Commissioner M cGinn said, “ Thank you, Mr. Chairman. I’ ve been visiting quite often with the e ected
offidds of Maize and Carol Bloodworth and it mostly had to do with their drainage problems that they
haveinthearea. And | know our Public Works Department is trying to help in what waysthey can and
| know thet they are.. . . the city isworking diligently to solve some of their drainage problems.

“With that, as far as trying to understand whether the water’ s coming onto your property from Maize or
elsawhere, we are doing a hydrology study inthat area. 1t snot yet completed. We started this because
of alot of the rapid growth that’s going on in west Wichita, but we aso included the Maize area. S0, |
know, Mr. Spears, | just asked him a question about that and that’s not yet completed and we will take
alook at that and see if we can get that on the fast track and that may answer some of your questions as
to which direction the water is coming from. And so, we are looking at that.

“And as Commissioner Gwinsad, | believeit was, if that areais an areathat will help the Maize drainage
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problem | think that we need to think in terms of being part of the solution. So, we need to take a good
look at that and we at the County, we'll see if we can get that in high gear and see where that’ s a.

“The second thing is, and | keep hearing there's no plan, but | have talked to Carol about their water
gtuation and | know that they have been working with the school. Water rights are not an easy thing to
acquire. It'svery difficult. 1t'salong process. They do need to find out what factor the school’s going
to bebeforethey canfindize the detail of water and so, I’ m hoping that they can get some answersquickly
on that.

“And then the sewer, | had one question for you, Carol, on this sewer map. It looked to melikethereis
aline that comesto the back sde of this property.”

Chairman Winters said, “Carol, would you come up to the microphone please.”

Commissioner McGinn said, “I mean, | see the onethere on 53 that may have to go under the road,
but it looksto melike. .. and | can't read the street, Albert Avenueit looksto melike”

M s. Bloodworth said, “There is a mobile home park here. The dreets in that mobile home park are
private streets and the sewer lines go to those private sewers. But you know, it may very well be that it
may make better sense to come this way, but we'll have to acquire road right-of-ways for usto actudly
reach those properties. This area up here, (inaudible) that corner, has been divided into four lotsand it
has (inaudible) That's an unusud way to do lots splits, without even consulting even the Planning
Commission. So, you might be able to hitch to that point, but we re still going to have to go across 53
Street and the estimated cost (inaudible)”

Commissioner McGinn said, “Well, | just wanted to know if that was an option for the back side.”
Ms. Bloodworth said, “Yes, we have looked at it. (inaudible)”

Commissioner McGinn sad, “Okay, thank you. That'sdl | had on that. And then the other thing . .

Chairman Winters sad, “Just asecond. Mr. Adams, | see that you want to say something and we're
not going to start back through. 1’m going to give you the opportunity to make your expressions known
before a decison is made, but we're not going to start back through the public again.”
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Commissioner McGinn sad, “If you don't have a chance today in this meeting, pleasecdl me. Thank
you. The other thing, | was just looking at sawer systemsin the area. It gppears to me, if the backup
materids correct here, the houses range from 1910 to 1974, so the newer homes are dmost 30 yearsold
and septic systems generdly only last around 15 years. So, | mean, | seethat that perhaps might be an
areain need of some type of sewer system.

“The find comment that | want to make right now is we are waiting to hear some comment from
Metropolitan Planning Commission tomorrow?’

Mr. Parnacott sad, “The MAPC isrequired to make afinding of compatibility with the Comprehensive
Pan. They have to review the proposed annexation. They’re going to do that a their meeting tomorrow
and then provide us with that finding. So, it's just a statutory requirement. Unofficialy, we ve been
informed by the Planning Department that it is compatible, but we need the officid finding from MAPC.”
Commissioner McGinn said, “And so we can extend thisitem to next week?”’

Mr. Parnacott said, “Well, you know, the Chair dready closed the public hearing and the way the statute
readsisthat you have to make your decision within seven days of the close of the public hearing. If we're
not continuing it, then the clock is running but you sill have seven days to make a determination.”
Commissioner McGinn sad, “Which would include next week.”

Mr. Parnacott sad, “Which would be next Wednesday, sure.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Isthat it?’

Commissioner McGinn said, “Yes”

Chairman Winters said, “Commissoner Sciortino.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Okay, two questions, Bob. We could continue it, but we could only
continue it for one week?’
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Mr. Parnacott sad, “No, no, no. If you were going to continue the public hearing, you can continue it
for good cause for as long as necessary and you don’t need to republish notice or anything.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Okay, because that’s what your recommended action is.”

Mr. Parnacott said, “Y eah, originaly, therecommended action was continuethe public hearing and leave
it open but, if you close the public hearing, then you have a dock that starts running on your decison.
Statute requires that you make the decision within seven days.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Okay. Let me ask you another question, because it was brought up by
one of the gentlemen that talked about it. If they get annexed and the City of Maize wantsto do something
withtheir sewer system, will these citizens be forced to pay to get on the sewer system? They can't Stay
on their septic tank? | mean, they would have to be obligated to get on the sewer system, whether they
wanted to or not?’

Mr. Parnacott sad, “I’m not sure how to answer that. If they were annexed, then they would be under
the city’ s control and how the city finances or arranges to construct those systems and to recoop the cost
I’m not sure. I’'m sorry, but | don’'t know how to answer that.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Okay, because that’ s the one question that was brought up that was a
concern of mine. | know, normaly, when we do something, if weregoing . .. it saspeciad assessment,
but it'sthevote. .

ChairmanWinters sad, “Commissioner Sciortino, let’ sask the City Administrator that question. Carol,
would you come back to the microphone.”

Ms. Bloodworth sad, “In vigting with each one of these property owners, when we first began this
process, we did make an agreement that there would be athree year period in which they would, aslong
as their septic tank was in workable condition, that they would have three years to be required to hook
onto the sewer system. But, currently, you can imagine every one of these, even on these smdl two acre
lots, have septic systems, drainage problems and water wells and public hedlth reasons, that' snot aredly
good thing to have. But we have talked to them dl. It will be &t least three years before they would be
required to hook on to the sewer system.”
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Commissioner Sciortino said, “And would they a so then berequired to pay for thissewer sysem being
brought down?’

Ms. Bloodworth said, “They would pay for the portion that is on their property, and the specid didtrict,
just like anybody dse in the city would have paid for agpecid digtrict.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Okay, and could you just red layman’ slanguage for me, we ve taked
about you have adrainage problem. Could you give mejust kind of athumbnail asto what you're going
to do on this property that will relieve the drainage problem?’

Ms. Bloodworth said, “We have alot of little things and some bigger things that we relooking &. One
isincreasing the Sze of the Sructuresthat go across Maize Road. This doesn't give you a redly good
picture of what Maize s drainage problem redlly is but Maize, on the east Sde of Maize, has a railroad
track, a gxty inch water line for the City of Wichita and Highway 96, dl of which the water must pass
under, around, over, through beforeit can get away from Maize. And asthosethingsdeve op further north
and west of Maize, over toward the Colwich area, al development creates more run-off. And so, we get
more and more coming from the north and west of Maize, that comes down around 53¢ Street North and
into Maize and through Maize before it can get out of Maize, on the other Sde of therallroad tracks, that
6 [dc] inchwaterlineand that 96. It saterrible, terrible problem but we' ve been working with the County
and they’ ve been very cooperative in helping us look at the issues and see what can be done in aredly
bad stuation. Replacing drainage structure and resizing them, we have in our plans the development of
aretention pond to store some of the water, so that it will . . . we looked at detention ponds both north
and wedt of the city, to keep some of that water from actualy coming into Maize, to dow it down so that
it'sin amanageable area and then one over closer to 96 that would handle the water that can’t get away
quickly, under the railroad tracks and under 96 and under that waterline. So, we are working very
diligently on finding solutions. Thisisnot a problem that developed overnight and it’ s not one that’ sgoing
to be solved overnight.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Thank you. That'sdl | had.”
Chairman Winters sad, “All right. | believe Commissioner Gwin was next. Commissoner Gwin.”
Commissioner Gwin said, “ Thank you, Mr. Chairman. Bob, | haveaquestion of you. Canyou giveme,
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goproximately, the tota number of acres we re talking about here?’

Mr. Parnacott sad, “I don't know if I’ ve seen anumber on that.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “Caral, do you know?’

Ms. Bloodworth said, “About 55.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “That'sfine. And then, who prepared this report?’

Mr. Parnacott sad, “That wasthe City of Maize”

Commissoner Gwin said, “The City of Maizedid. Okay. And before we make our decision then, are
we going to get some report from our staff or someone ese asto the fourteen criteriathat we' re supposed
to consider?’

M. Parnacott said, “'Y ou were provided areport, last week, on November the 2", that wasan October
31% report from MAPD, where they went through the fourteen statutory factors and provided you some
information regarding each factor. So, if you don’'t have acopy of that, | can get you another copy.”
Commissioner Gwin said, “ Arewe going to have an unbiased presentation from some entity that tells us,
talks to us about these fourteen points. Because | think there' s bias, obvioudy from the City of Maize.
| may or may not believe that there s bias from the Metropolitan Area Planning Department. |’ ve got to
depend upon my legd gaff or somebody to help me kind of get a, what | would consder, an unbiased

assessment of these fourteen criteria”

Mr. Parnacott said, “Well, certainly there€ s no statutory provision or requirement for that, but you are
entitled to consdered any evidence and 0, if therewas some sort of . . "

Commissoner Gwin sad, “So, if | have a question about one of these fourteen, | can ask you or Rich
during this next process, to give me your opinion?’

Mr. Parnacott said, “ Sure, we' re always able to answer those kinds of questions.”
Commissoner Gwin said, “Okay, dl right. Thank you, Mr. Chairman.”
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Mr. Richard Euson, County Counselor, greeted the Commissioners and said, “We could attempt to
answer those questions for you, but most of those questions have to do with engineering consderations
and planning consderations and things that we can help gather information, but I’ m not sure that we' rein
agreat postion to be able to answer alot of them and if your concern isthat you have a biased opinion
on both side, and you need something to be independent, then | think maybe we need to be looking at
employing a consultant that can help us sort through that, because our department can tell you about how
to weigh thefactors and whether you have sufficient evidencein order to makeadecison, but I’'m not sure
that we can assist you in developing those factors, as to population and population trends.”

Commissioner Gwin said, “And | guess, and your suggestion might be a good one, because | suspect
thisis one of severd of these kinds of issuesthat’ s going to be coming before us, and | want to make sure
that, asthis Board has to consder those factors, that we consder those based upon, obvioudy, dl the
information that’s submitted to me, but | have to be able to get some sort of impersond, unbiased
assessment of these fourteen criteria and, certainly, no offense meant to the City of Maize or to the other
sde of the folks who are on the other side, but we are in between two very difficult podtions here, and
because of potentid litigation and those kinds of things, | think we need to assure ourselves that we are
hearing from some position in the middle of the road and then we can decide whether or not that's
gopropriate or what presentation we want to hear, but | do think it'salittle unwieldy at this point.”

Mr. Euson sad, “And if that isthe will of the Board, then it would be necessary for you to reopen the
public hearing and continue it to atime in which we could receive such areport and | redlly don’t know
when that would be.”

Commissoner Gwin sad, “1 was going to say, I’'m concerned that the report couldn’t be done and to
usinaweek. Okay.”

ChairmanWinters said, “1 was going to ask later on, isthere. .. |, evidently, madeamistakein closng
the public hearing. | mean, if | closed it, can we change that from a clogng it to continuing the public
hearing, or have we crossed over some kind of magic boundary?’

Mr. Euson sad, “I think you can reopen it and continue it if thet’s your will.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Well, let’s go ahead and continue this discusson and we |l see what it's like
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a the end of the discusson. Commissoner McGinn.”

Commissioner McGinn said, “1 just had aquestion on the sewer hook up. | know Wichita has annexed
up in the north part of the City and | have somefriendsin that areaand it was my understanding thet they
lad the line and they don’t have to hook up til they're ready. | mean, it was just whenever they were
ready to hook up. Do you know anything about . . . 7’

Mr. Parnacott said, “No, | don’t have any information on that.”

Commissioner McGinn said, “Do you haveto tell them they have to hook up, or can you leaveit open
that you hook up when you're ready or when your system bresks down? Can we find that out?’

Mr. Parnacott sad, “We could certainly look at that and get an answer to that. | wouldn'’t be prepared
to answer that today.”

Chairman Winters said, “Okay. Commissioner Sciortino.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Y es, thank you, Mr. Chairman. That’ stheonly part of thisprocessthat’s
cauang me alittle concern. | know there san areaingde the city limits of Wichitathat the people are il
on septic tanks and the City hasrun sewer linesdown. They do get City water. I’ m not to sure about City
water but | know they don’t have sewers and it's an option for the homeowner, the main lines have been
run down and paid for by, | guess, the City at large and then if they want to hook on there' s a hook up
fee or impact fee or whatever you cdl it that’ sawaysan option. That' stheonly thing that’ sgot mealittle
concerned is that, regardiess if it's immediately or in three years, that these people would be forced to
hook on and | assume that’ s an expense, too. Y ou're not hooked on for free, and then start paying for
sawer services when they have, maybe, awell working septic tank or something.”

Commissioner McGinn said, “To tie onto that, I'd like to know what the process is. Maybe look at
Wichita, what their process is on that, because I’'m allittle bit confused that that’s a norma process in
which to proceed. Usudly it's either their system breaks down, they’re ready to hook up and, as
Commissioner Sciortino said, maybe the City pays at large. | don't know, so | don’t know if that's a
municipdity decison or if thereé s some kind of standard procedure.”

Mr. Parnacott said, “ Certainly we can look at that and get you an answer on that question.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Thank you. Commissioner Sciortino?’
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Commissioner Sciortino sad, “I'm fine. Thank you, ar.”
Chairman Winters sad, “Thank you. Commissioner Hancock.”

Commissioner Hancock sad, “Well, thank you. Let me ask Bob. Bob, if thiswas aplatted area, this
wouldn't be here today. We wouldn't be looking at this. So, | want to ask you just straight out, what
decisonare you asking usto make based upon what? Benefit to the city or to the neighborhood or what
is the criteria upon which we based our decison. | don't think it' sameatter of whether they have to hook
up to asewer or not. That'snot relevant to me a dl. What is rdlevant here is what is the thrust of our
decision here? What are we supposed to be deciding.”

Mr. Parnacott said, “ Thethrust of the decisioniswhether manifest injury would occur to theland owners
of the properties involved or to the nearby or adjacent land owners, if the annexation were to be
approved. Manifest injury isoften described asplacing asubstantial burden onthoseland owners, without
some sort of subgtantid compensating benefit. Theflip side of that is, if you decide to not approve the
annexaion, you should make some sort of finding asto whether there would be manifest injury to the City
of Maizeif you didn't alow them to annex this. So, you do haveto look at it from both Sdes. But it'sa
manifest injury inquiry and finding that you have to make.”

Commissioner Hancock sad, “So, canwelook at it from the point of view of what benefits both Sdes
adso?

Mr. Parnacott said, “That's certainly something you should look at. Likel say, | can read through the
datutory ligt of factors right now and that’ s part of it, and besides the statutory factors, you can consider
any other factors you fed are rlevant to the decision making process.”

Commissioner Hancock said, “ Thereason | asked that questionis|’ m gill not clear of why the City has
chosen to annex this property that’s not platted. | understand drainage and | understand water. They
want to improve them. I’'m not sure how they’re thinking about doing that and I'd sure like to have, if
We re going to continue this until next week, if | could get something that explains in a little more detall
what the plan is. Why thisis so vitd to the City of Maize. | don't want to be getting in the way of this
annexation if it benefits the city and it looks like it's going to be necessary to do a some point. If there
are problems being created, | want to avoid them if we can. That's al I’'m asking. Why is this so
important and with that, maybe | can make adecison that thisis not going to be somekind of, asyou say,
manifest injury to those being annexed. Buit it's been a little difficult to understand what we're trying to
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decide here. It's getting clearer.”

Mr. Parnacott sad, “Okay. We can certainly get addition information and do what we can to provide
you with addition packs.”

Commissioner Gwin said, “And may | interject that, Bob, it might be helpful for them to have a copy of
thisK.SAA. 15-521 that | have, that has the fourteen criterialisted in it very specificaly.”

Mr. Parnacott said, “Each of the Commissoners? Sure”
Commissoner Gwin sad, “Yes, | don't believe they haveit, and | think they need to see that ligt.”
Mr. Parnacott said, “Okay.”

Chairman Winters sad, “Okay, | would liketo . .. Marvin, would you come up, Marvin Krout, would
you come up for just aminute. | don't want to start along diaogue with you, but want to make just a
couple. ..

Mr. Parnacott sad, “Let me make a couple of quick points before he gets up here. The Statute dso
contemplates afive year window that the city isto provide these servicesin that they' re going to be giving
tothearea. ThisBoard is required to have ahearing infive years, apublic hearing, asto whether the city
met its requirements in providing those services and, if you don't, if you find that they have not provided
the services that they said they were going to provide, then | believe they have like atwo and a hdf year
window to provide those services and if they don't within that time, you canapprove ade-annexation of
that area. SO, thereisasafety vaveinthisprocess. If thecity wereto promiseto provide certain services
and then, down the road, decide ‘Well, we got the property, now we don’t want to provide the services .

And the other point | would make, and | don’'t know if it's redly relevant in this particular Stuation, but
the statute also does dlow you the option, kind of a midway option, of you can approve a partid
annexation, if you decided part of this property should be annexed, but not al of it, you would have the
authority, under the statute, to gpprove only a part of the annexation. So, that’s your three options,
actudly under datute isto deny it completely, approve partidly, or goprove the entire annexation.”

Chairman Winters said, “Okay, thank you. Marvin. Now, Marvin, would you just comment briefly on

what the Planning Commission is going to do tomorrow at their meeting and will you take public input?
Thesefolks, | think, have other comments, more comments they want to make. What’ syour procedure
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going to be tomorrow and do you know what time you' re going to talk about this?’

Mr. Marvin Krout, Director, Metropolitan Area Planning Department, greeted the Commissionersand
said, “Yes, | indicated to the property ownersthat the Planning Commission will takethisitemup on earlier
than 4:15, after a number of zoning cases. This is not an advertised public hearing item, according to
datutes, and we didn't advertise it. We put it on our agenda, and when we have other annexations that
come from, either Wichita or other smal citiesthat are doing unilaterd annexations, we haven't provided
asgparae noticeto property ownersof that determination becauseit’ sreally atechnica determination by
the Planning Commisson and a statement to you or to the City of Wichita, if the City of Wichita was
annexing, as to whether or not the areain question is, if it would be in conformance with the master plan
for the area to annex the property that's in question. In the case of this 521 datute, the Planning
Commissionis required to look at both the Comprehensive Plan for Sedgwick County, because thisin
unincorporated area.

“ Also the comprehensive plan for the City of Maize, because thisisan expansion of the City of Maize, and
determine whether or not it’'s consstent with both of those plans. It doesn’'t have to be consstent with
either or both of those plansin order for you to approve the annexation but it'sone of the factorsthat you
would weigh in deciding whether or not there is, in baancing these issues of injury and benefit to the city
and to the property owners.”

Chairman Winters sad, “That'sright. So, you will not plan on taking public comment at the meeting
tomorrow?’

Mr. Krout sad, “Wdl, the Planning Commisson’s palicy islike yours. On items that aren't officidly
public hearings, if theré s someone there in attendance that wants to spegk on it, I'm sure that they will

open it up.”

ChairmanWinters said, “Okay. And a the conclusion of your meeting then, you'll bring . . . have some
recommendation from Metropolitan Planning Commission about what they think about this”

Mr. Krout sad, “Right. We Il sent that recommendation to you, in advance of your next meeting.”

Chairman Winters sad, “And again, it won't befrom gaff. 1t will be from the Planning Commissioners
themsdves, who are regularly gppointed citizensin the community.”

Mr. Krout sad, “Right, now we did try to objectively respond to the fourteen criteria that are in the
statutes. For your information, and for theinformation of the Planning Commission but redlly, the Planning
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Commissonisn't making arecommendation on whether you should annex it or not. They'rejust making
afinding asto whether or not annexing it would be cons stent with the plansfor the County and for Maize”

Chairman Winters said, “Okay. Commissioner Sciortino, do you have a question for Marvin?’

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Yes. Just red quickly, and | think you just answered it but | want to
makesure. TheMAPC isnot going to look at what Maize' s plan to do with the property asadeterminant
whether or not they’ regoing to recommend thet it get annexed. It sjust whether or not it' scongistent with
the overal comprehensive plan or the growth area or what have you. Isthat correct?’

Mr. Krout said, “That'sright. It'skind of like when they review your Cgpital Improvement Program.
They may say, ‘ These projects are consistent with the Comprehensive Pla', but it's hard for them to
maybe hold back from saying, ‘ but weredly would like to do thisbefore this or do thisinstead of this and
s0 they may have additiond comments and recommendations for you.”

Commissioner Sciortino sad, “Okay, and then | did hear that, whileit isn't an officid public hearing, if
any of these citizens show up you will dlow them to speak.”

Mr. Krout said, “Sure. Yes”
Commissioner Sciortino said, “Thank you. That'sdl | have”

Chairman Winters said, “All right, thank you, Marvin. | guess| would say, and | know that a couple
of you have been rasing your hands wanting to talk again and we're, right now, we' re not going to get this
into a debate situation, back and forth and back and forth, because we could be here along time doing
that. It appearswe are not going to make adecison on thisissuetoday, because we are going to wait for
what we hear from the Metropolitan Planning Commission. So, | would suggest that you attend that
meeting tomorrow and make your comments known to them and just have them well thought out, so you
can say everything a onetime. And if some of you are not able to be there, Marvin, I’'m confident that
you heard what their concerns were and can help rday that to the Planning Commissoners.

“Now, Rich, before we proceed on, I'd like to make sure we dl are clear where we are on the public
meeting and if | need to retract the closing and say we need to continue the public hearing so we can hear
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from MAPC and others if we wish. Do we need to do that now or how should we proceed?’

Mr. Parnacott said, “Wdl, in terms of procedure, the way we read the statute, it's not necessary to
continue the public hearing solely for receiving the MAPC finding. That doesn’'t need to comein as part
of the public hearing. Redlly, what keysthe public hearing issueis, if you continue the public hearing, that
gives you atime to make your decison if you need additiond time. Do you understand what I'm trying
to say?’

ChairmanWinters said, “So, inthat case, | guess, isit sufficient if | just say that ‘I et the record show that
we're not closing the public hearing, but we are extending the public hearing' 7’

Mr. Euson said, “Make amotion, please, to reopen the public hearing.”

It says ‘the proposed cost extent and necessity of
governmental services to be provided by the city proposing annexation and the plan and schedule to
extend such services.

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Well, just to respond to Commissioner . . . | had some conversation with
Mr. Euson on this and my sort of reading of that is that, yes we could contract with someone, but it may
be three or four monthsbefore adetermining thing isput to bed and it would be dl detalled and dollar Sgns
dart going. | had asked, could there just be alayman’stype, you know, manifest injury. Just give mea
basic kitchen English what does that mean, number one. And there was some reluctance, | believe, on
Mr. Euson's part, probably rightfully so thet if you overamplified it, it may inadvertently make you think
‘turn left is correct, where redly turn right is correct’ and the sense | got was that he was uncomfortable
to give usared smplified verson. Would rather we contract for afull blownin depth . . . did | say that
right or not, Rich?’

Mr. Euson sad, “I think wejust needto.. . . | wastrying to be conservative in my answer to you, so that
you wouldn’t be disgppointed if something didn’t come back in atwo week period, but | think we just
need to look at it. We can look at today or tomorrow and see how long it might take and get you an
answer.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Okay.”

Mr. Euson sad, “1 don't think that should be aconcern. | think the concern for thisBoard isto havethe

best information you can have avalable to youin order to make adecision. That’' sthe biggest concern.”
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Commissioner Sciortino said, “Because we are plowing new ground hereand | just heard we' regoing
to get another one coming up in Valey Center.”

Chairman Winters said, “All right, thank you. Mr. Manager, you have a comment?’

But
there saway, | think inwhich, inthinking about this problem and unfortunately we retalking about it here,
and not having an opportunity to talk about it amongst oursalves before but | think there saway inwhich
some Staff can provide some expertise or that we could put together something for you in a reasonable
amount of time. And | know Planning Commission has dready provided that and some of that just needs
to be reviewed.”

ChairmanWinters sad, “Okay, thank you very much. Well, | think, unlesssomebody eseis, I'm about
ready for a motion here, but | would say to the folks who came here today, and if you have other
comments, | certainly, | would be willing to take your phone call. 1 know Commissioner McGinn would
aso, asthisisin her digtrict. So, if you have other thoughts or comments that you want to share with us,
please pick up the phone and giveusacal.”

Mr. Parnacott said, “Before we do something, | would just like to touch base with you. | took some
notes, but | would like to go back over and see exactly what we're looking for a this point. What
information you need, what questions you want answered. If we could go back through the list red
quickly.”

Commissioner McGinn said, “Can maybe you just come around and visit.”

ChairmanWinters sad, “Y eah, maybe you ought to just, those that are asking specific question, you can
just get with them and find out.”

Since we' ve dready heard specific
objections, they’ re not obligated to restate those specific objectionsagain, sncethis public hearingisbeing
continued. | don’t want themto think we' re completeidiots. We heard you once. Now, legdly, we' ve
got to hear the samething twice. | don’t think that’'s correct. Isit?’

Mr. Euson said, “ That’ scorrect. But | think the Manager’ spoint isthat you should be hearing comments
in ahearing, you know a hearing that’s open to the public and not over the telephone.”

Commissioner Sciortino said, “Oh, if they have other questions. | got it. So, persond conversation is
not in lieu of the public hearing or a subgtitute for the public hearing iswhat you're saying.”

Mr. Euson sad, “That’sright.”

ChairmanWinters sad, “I agreewiththat and | think that all of usare smart enough to know how to talk
to our condtituents, so | amready fora...”
