B. Introductions:  Ann provides a “thank you” Autumn Lawson for hosting the LEPC meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:
A.  LEPC Bylaws

Ann states that our goal is to how to help one another as it is not the responsibility of just the first responders but every business to collaborate with one another. D. HMEP Training Courses

Cody states that all classes that were HMEP grant related have been completed with the exception of the Battery Class.  Cody states that the class was full within a week of being posted.  Cody states that he is working with the vendor to see if the class size can be expanded upon due to the demand.  

E. Tank Care Relocation

Ann states that BNSF will be coordinating the movement of the tank car sometime in June.  Ann states that WFD is currently working to prepare the site to receive the tank car but due to factors outside of their control the delivery and receipt of the car may be delayed.  Ann states that she had anticipated the movement to occur by June 19th.  Ann states that Derek Lampkin BNSF and John Hatrrup WFD are collaborating for the movement and she will be updated when it will occur.  Ann states that she is not coordinating the move.  Ann states that photos will be taken by WFD during the process.

A.  Hurt City
Ann states that she was approached by John Hattrup WFD to assist with the creation and forward motion on a training platform at the Regional Training Center.  Ann states she met with Ryan Gadbury, John Hattrup and Tyler Stephenson with Pearson Construction.  Ann states that Pearson Construction agreed to donate their time and resources to create HURT City.  Ann states that station 10 came up with the name HURT city to signify the purpose of the training platform.  Ann states that it stands for Heavy Urban Rescue Training.  Ann states that the purpose or foundation of this was to simulate Crisis City but be able to have it local and training to be geared towards our community.  Ann states that it will allow for training to be more frequent and local.  Ann states that collaboration with other community partners will give HURT city training materials to improve knowledge and management of incidents with tank cars, highway trucks and incidents involving them.  Ann states that Robert McKenzie with Phillips 66 is donating a Pipe wall, Groendyke provided a highway trailer, and Allsheet Metal is providing a pavilion.  Ann states the entire city will be donation generated or grant funded.

Cody states he is also working on an active shooter class that is 24 hours in length.  Cody states that we are in a holding pattern for the class.
